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1. How to Login To GL Brokernet? 

1.1  Double Click on GL Icon ��������	
  located on the Desktop. 
1.2  Authentication window will pop out asking for Login user ID and 

Password  
·  Login user id number is a 3 digit numbers e.g. 930  
·  Password is the 4 digit numbers (Pass Code) given by GL, 

followed by the 6 digit numbers that appears on the RSA token.  
·  Press OK 
 
*  Note: The 6-digit numbers on the RSA token change every minute.  

 

 

 
 
 
2. Connection to the Servers 
 

 
 
After successfully logging in, a server box will appear on the desktop at the 
bottom right with dim condition. The servers box can be displayed fully by 
right click on the GLTRADE icon at the bottom right of window deskbar and 
select Restore Surv. 
Define: 
SLC: Server Link for data Consultation (data feed) 
SLE: Server Link to Exchange (trading) 
Note: Connecting to Exchange by color code is indicating whether the server 
are connected to an exchange (SLE) and price feed server (SLC). 
Green: connected with servers. 
Red: no physical connection. For a network reason, the communication with 
the server has been interrupted. 
Yellow: no logical connection. For example, the entered password is not 
correct. 
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3. The GL WIN Deskbar 
  
 
The GL WIN Deskbar is a desk manager that enables you to access the 
various windows within the application. GL Deskbar will be found on the 
window desktop 
 

Virtual Screen  
Enable you to view up to four different customized screens. The active screen 
is highlighted. 
These four screens constitute a desktop. 

Browser Setup   
Enables you to configure the access to the GLTRADE.net website via 
Microsoft Internet Explorer 
(available on your PC). 

Bird's-eye view   
Displays the four virtual screens in the Mosaic window, enabling you to move 
windows and giving a bird's-eye view. 

Dictionary   
Dictionary is a window consists of all the products or contracts of the 
respective exchanges.  
The Dictionary window is available with most GL WIN modules using the 
Insert key or from the Instrument List or Display menu depending on the 
displayed window. 
The dictionary is built automatically every day at the first GL WIN connection 
with the SLC (Server Link for data Collection). 
You can export the dictionary contents to Microsoft Excel by using Ctrl + Alt + 
Insert from the Dictionary window. 
 

Market Data  
Enables you to access broadcasted trading information. 
 

Trading Tools  
Enables you to access trading tools. 
 

Middle  
Enables you to access back and middle-office tools. (Ignored if you are front 
end users) 
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Settings  
Enables you to set up GL WIN using the following windows: Clearing Key 
Setup, Trading Defaults, Counter parties List, Client Account Manager, 
General Settings. 

Custom Toolbar  
Enables you to select a customized desktop. 
 

Open a desktop file  
Opens the .bgl files previously saved on the workstation through the Save a 
desktop file function. 
Select the .bgl file you want to open and display. Then, click on OK to validate 
or on Cancel to exit. 
A .bgl file corresponds to a desktop configuration you have previously defined 
and saved. 

Save a desktop file  
Saves a desktop configuration in a .bgl file. 
Enter the name of the desktop file to be saved in the selected directory and 
click on Save a file to validate. 
This saved desktop can be re-used later with the Open a desktop file 
function. 

General Information   
This menu gives you access to: 
• Technical information about your GL WIN session, 
• The Release Notes explain the new functionalities of the current release, 
• The User Documentation associated with the GL WIN current workstation 
version.

Click this icon to exit the GL WIN session. (Users not recommended to close 
the various windows) 
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4. Users are recommended to open up the following windows  
- Market Watch 
- Order Book

4.1 Creating a “ Market Watch”  window. 
 
The Market Watch window enables you to display the quoted instruments 
listed on a stock/futures exchange and all related information. 
This window is accessible from the GL Deskbar by clicking on the Trading 

Information Tools icon” ”and selecting the Market Watch function. 
 
How to insert the selected instrument file to Market Watch? 
For example, a user wants to insert E-CBOT product such as 10 Years Note. 
Click on 

·  Instrument list 
·  Dictionary 
·  Futures 
·  Click the instrument and press OK / Double click the instrument  
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How to put title or memo in the Market Watch? 
Type in ‘(inverted comma) follow by the title or memo� Enter (e.g. ECBOT 10 
Years Note) 
 
How to save contracts in Market Watch? 
Instrument list � Save List� Type in the file name as we want such as 
ECBOT� Save a file. 
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4.2 Order Book 

To access the Order Book window, click on the Trading Tools icon” ”, 
then Order Book. 
The Order Book window is designed to facilitate order follow-up. Several 
Order Book windows can be opened at the same time. 
All the Order Book functions are available for instruments on cash and 
derivatives markets for all types of orders (including strategies), with 
consolidation across several SLE Trading Server connections.

OK On the market: order entered, acknowledged and not yet 

executed 
F Frozen: order frozen by the Host 
FX Frozen (order partially executed) 
X Partially executed 
WM Waiting modification: a modification has been sent to the 

host and hasn't been acknowledged by the host 
M Modified, goes back to OK directly 
MX Executed and modified 
RJ Rejected by the host and closed 
CX Partially executed and cancelled order 
C Cancelled (now closed) 
TX Totally executed: order fully executed and now closed 
E Eliminated: order removed by the Host 
EX Eliminated (order partially executed) 
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4.2.2 To View Single Order Break down in order book 

To access the Single Order Breakdown, click on the View in Order Book then 
Single Order Breakdown. 
The Single Order Breakdown window will be updated according to the 
selected order in the Order Book window. In this window you can visualize the 
execution details. 
For example, if the order SU highlighted in the Order Book window, the Single

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4.2.3 Global Cancel in order book (Shift F8) 

Enables you to cancel all orders that can be cancelled (OK : acknowledged or    
X :partially executed) in the display area. 

  

This will remove all working orders displayed in the Order Book. 

To apply a global cancellation in multiple exchanges: 

1. In Order book, go to GLNet, select Multi Market 
2. Press Shift F8 or select Order -> Global cancel. The Global Cancel 

dialog opens with the mouse placed over the Send button. 
3. A confirmation dialog box appears to prevent the accidental use of this 

feature. 
4. Click on Send or press Enter to execute the global cancellation, or  
5. Click on Abort to exit this function. 
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4.3 Trading Watch 

Function of Trading Watch window is to centralize the Exchange market 
messages. Response types are shown in the RTyp column (REP=Response, 
ACK=Acknowledged,) To access the Trading Watch window, click on the 

Trading Tools icon,” ” and then select Trading Watch. 

 

4.4 P&L Window 

To access the P&L window, click on the Trading Tools icon and select P& L, or press 
Shift + F11 to open the P&L window directly from the Trading Station window. 
Several P&L windows can be opened at the same time.  

The P& L window is designed to follow-up executed orders (it will replace the 
Trading Report window). Features include the profit and loss calculation and filters 
that can be applied according to several criteria to customize the display. 

These functions are available for instruments on cash and derivatives markets and for 
all types of orders (including strategies) with consolidation across several SLE 
Trading Server connections. 
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4.5 How to insert contract in GL Quicktrade window? 

To access the QuickTrade window, click on the Trading Tools icon “ ”, 
and then select QuickTrade. 
This window offers an alternative way of presenting and entering orders. It 
offers up to six multi-market, piloted lists, each list displaying a vertical view 
similar to Market Depth and headed by an order-entering pad.

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4.6 The Instrument Summary Window 

This window is accessible from the GL Deskbar by clicking on the Market 

Data icon” ”. You can also display it from the Market Watch window by 
selecting the Instrument Info. -> Instrument Summary function or by using 
F3. 

You can configure this window by setting six different groups of information 
(Display/Data Setup function): Last trade, Opening and Thresholds, 
Information, Buyer/Seller Indicator, Best Limits, Exchanges, Last Trade date. 

The Instrument Summary window enables you to display further information 
like the five best limits or the five last transactions. 
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5. Mouse Trading 

Mouse trading is the quickest way to trade and can be activated from either: 

·  The Options window; or 
·  The Market Depth window 
·  The Market Watch window 

In order to activate the Mouse Trading functionality, you must first select this 
option from the General Settings -> Trading window (also available from the 
Setup ->Orders function in the Trading Station). 

 
 
 

 

To access the Send order window (F5 Buy or F9 Sell) using mouse trading, 
right-click on the price or quantity with the mouse. If you click on the quantity, 
the total quantity and the price are automatically filled in. If you click on the 
price, the default quantity (defined in the Trading Station Order Setup menu) 
and the price are automatically filled in. 

Settings General Settings 
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Note: When the Send Orders window appears, the cursor is placed directly on 
the Send button.In short, double-clicking with the mouse (right then left) sends 
an order. 

To increase or decrease the price/quantity, you can use either the right and 
left mouse buttons or the center scroll button of the mouse. 

You can also join the bid or join the offer with the Alt + right-click shortcut in 
the chosen direction. 

 
 

 
Note: If user right clicks on the Bid price means user want to sell to current bid 
price and if user right clicks on the Ask price means user want to buy current 
ask price.

Note: If user right clicks on the quantity BID or OFFER means user wants to 
buy or sell to the current quantity. Such as Bid size is 1,082 and Bid is 
104295. When user right click on the Bid Quantity, the below box will prompt 
out. 
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6. How to setup trading default quantity? 
 

To access the Trading Defaults window, click on the Settings icon  
and select Trading Defaults. The window automatically opens on the last 
active tab.  

 
Use this window to globally set up order quantities and quantity increments for 
a value or a group of values.  
The left side of the Trading Defaults screen features a Tree View display for a 
setup by market place, market segment, instrument group and instrument.  

 Note : Click on particular exchange such as ECBOT� Futures 
Click on Order Entry tab�  type in number of quantity that we would like to set 
as default quantity. 
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7. How to set the trade confirmation box and prevent any fat-finger from 
happen? 

7.1  Go to Trading Defaults� Confirmation tab� key in 1st confirmation 
quantity and follow by 2nd confirmation quantity� Save� Exit 

7.2  If the 1st confirmation quantity is 51 lots any order quantity more than 
50 lots, you will be prompt a confirmation. If you keyed in more than 
100 lots you will be prompt a second of confirmation. 
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8. How to Save your GL File and Log Out of GL? 
Save your desktop configuration in a .bgl file. 
Enter a name of the desktop file you wish to save in the selected directory and 
click on Save a file button to validate. 
 
Click on Save Desktop File� Type in any name we would like to save in File 
Name box.�  Save a File 
Click on Logout button in the end of GL toolbar. 
 

 
 
Please note: Users are required to log out after end of the day.

The saved desktop file can be access via the Open a desktop file function. 

9.1 Go to Open desktop file on the GL desk bar  
9.2 Click on the file with extension BGL.
